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@ Ngong Ping & The Big Buddha
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Stunning cable car journey features breathtaking views
and leads to a fun land tour. The Big Buddha is the
biggest outdoor buddha in the world. Another famous
attraction, Wisdom Path, is also in a close distance.
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Wisdom Path traces a series of 38 wooden steles (upright
monuments) containing verses from the centuries-old Heart
Sutra; one of the world's best-known prayers revered by
Confucians, Buddhists and Taoists alike. Wisdom Path also
offers soothing eyefuls of the South China Sea.
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It is also known as the *Hong Kong Venice". Visitors can
visit temples and stilt houses built on the water.

Handmade shrimp paste and salted fish are definitely
the signature of Tai O.
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You can observe the breathtaking sunrise and sunset
view at the Fu Shan Viewing Point. Apart from the
Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge, you can also meet
the Sousa chinensis sometimes.
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
